Introductory paragraph 

-Includes a hook 

- Transitions 

- Roadmap 


- This is your framework for the remainder of the speech- think thesis statement.


- This previews your main points for the remainder of the speech. 

First body paragraph (this may vary based on your category, but generally speaking will follow this outline structure)


-Claim 


-Evidence 


- Reasoning 

-Transition to next body paragraph (consider clever transitions or puns, especially for oratory and sales)

Oral Interpretation 

Dramatic interpretation, Duo, Poetry, Prose, Storytelling 
Teaser 

-Roughly 30 second- 1 minute excerpt from your pieces
Introduction 


-Natural (should be clear this is NOT part of your piece) 

-1-2 sentence summary of your piece

- Name of piece 

-Author’s name

- May use a SLIGHT pause between teaser and introduction to change character, then a SLIGHT pause to transition back to character to continue your piece. 

Transition back into your piece

Remember…

· Use of gestures 

· Control of the voice (inflection) 

· Vocabulary, register, word choice 

· Speaking notes, pitches 

· You can use humor 
· Develop a relationship with the audience
